1. Objective 
To foster a professional and safe racing environment that promotes fairness, respect, and integrity among all 
participants while ensuring the highest standards of organization and athlete well-being.

6. Entry Fees 

●​ Entry fees will not be covered by Life Time for the Elite field. 
●​ The winner of the previous year's event will be guaranteed entry into the same event in the next year, 

however entry fees will not be complimentary. 
 
7. Registration 

●​ Note this policy outlines criteria to be eligible for the Elite Corral only and does not grant entry into the 
event. 

●​ Selected Elite athletes must still register for the event in accordance with standard policy and 
deadlines, this includes lottery events such as UNBOUND Gravel and Leadville.​
 

8. Policy Adjustments 
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●​ The Selection Committee reserves the right to modify these policies and criteria in response to 

unforeseen circumstances, evolving competitive landscapes, or to uphold the values and integrity of the 
Elite field. 
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
